FLAG RACE

The course consists of five bollards, poles or tall cones set in a line as in the diagram below.
The cones are set 10m apart, and it is 5m between the start line and the first cone. 

Each has a short flag set in or on the top. Each flag should be easy for the driver to pick up in one hand. This can be done at the halt or whilst walking or trotting past the flag.  

The aim is for the driver to pick up all the flags as he/she drives along on the left side of the line of poles, and then return to the finish, as quickly as possible. However if a flag is missed, the driver may return to the pole from either side to retrieve it. The flags may be dropped on the ground or stored in the vehicle after they are picked up.   

The fastest driver who has picked up all five flags is the winner.

10sec penalty for every uncollected flag.
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
